Calixa Lavallée composed the music,
after which words were written by the poet and judge Sir Adolphe-Basile Routhier.
The lyrics were originally in French and an English version was created in 1906.
Robert Stanley Weir wrote in 1908 another English version, which is the official and

most popular version, one that is not a literal translation of the French.
